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  Must have Shrubs 
 

Bonanza Gold Barberry – A new dwarf golden pygmy barberry that commands special 
attention in the landscape due to its outstanding bright gold foliage and 
exceptional hardiness.  Bonanza Gold makes a stunning contrast in the 
landscape when inter-planted with red or green foliaged plants and is very 
versatile as a miniature hedge, border or in mass planting.  Full sun for best 
color.  Size 18” tall and 36” wide.  

 
Summer Wine Ninebark – New and improved cultivar of the native Ninebark with neat 

compact branching and fine deeply cut, dark crimson-red foliage.  Requires 
little pruning.  Pinkish-white button-like flowers in mid-summer show nicely 
against the dark foliage.  Ideal hedge plant, or use the unusual color to 
highlight the landscape.  Full sun for best color.  Size 5-6’ tall and wide.  

 
 
Winter Gem Boxwood – Excellent densely branched evergreen shrub for small hedges.  

Among the hardiest of boxwoods, retains it’s dark green velvety foliage 
color in winter.  Full to partial sun.  Moderate grower to 4-6 tall and 
wide. 
 
 

 
All Summer Beauty Hydrangea – Large deep pink to purple flowers changing to dark rose.  

Flowers lasting a very long time.  Blooms on current years growth.  Full sun 
to light shade.  Size 3-5’ tall and 3-4’ wide. 

 
 
 
Grey Owl Juniper – A fast growing, spreading or horizontal juniper.  Has soft silvery-gray 

foliage and sets abundant fruit.  Tolerant of drought and salt. Size 3’ tall and 
6-8’ wide. 

 
 

Home Run Rose – This flame-red offspring of the famous Knock Out kicks the competition 
up a notch when it comes to disease resistance.  Home Run has a 
phenomenal fortitude against the dreaded black spot.  It is also completely 
resistant to powdery mildew.  Rounded, bushy, fast-to-flower and nearly 
always in color.  Full sun. Size 3’ tall and wide. 
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Wine and Roses Weigela – Award winning high performance shrub with valuable dark 
burgundy purple foliage.  Startling rosy pink tubular flowers produce high 
contrast in spring.  Excellent focal point or accent plant.  Compact  mounding 
habit is tidy and useful where space is limited.  Full sun ensures strongest 
color and sure to attract hummingbirds.  Moderate to rapid growth to 5’ tall 
and wide.  

Summer Snowflake Viburnum – Among the showiest of its kind. Can bloom continuously 
throughout the summer in snow white blossoms.  These are startling in 
moonlight and stand in high contrast against deep green foliage which turns 
brightly in fall.  Produces and abundance of bright red berries by late summer 
which feeds migrating birds.  Ideal for foundation planting, in shrub borders 
or habitat garden.  Full sun to part shade.  Size 6’ tall and wide.  

Little Henry Itea  – Long pendulous spikes of fragrant white flowers distinguishes this 
superior eastern American native.  Emerald green foliage becomes a vivid red 
stand-out in autumn.  Compact form is more versatile than the species for 
smaller space gardens and in containers.  Valuable low care mounding shrub 
for foundations and back of the shaded border.  Adapted to a wide range of 
soil conditions but prefers even moisture.  Full sun or part shade.  Size 3’ tall 
and wide.  

Tardiva Hydrangea – Lacy white flowers are stunning under the autumn moon, and tinted 
with pale pink as season progresses.  Award winning cold hardy shrub for 
foundation planting or encourage it to open tree form as a charming fall 
accent.  Prune in winter or early spring. Good cut flowers.  Prefers well 
drained, evenly moist soils.  Sun or part shade.  Rapid growth to 3-6’ tall and 
wide.  

 

Tiger Eyes Sumac – The new growth is vivid chartreuse green, quickly changing to bright 
yellow.  The new leaf stems are fuzzy purplish-pink and form a dramatic 
contrast with the lemon lime foliage.  In fall the foliage turns a luminous 
combination of yellow, orange, and intense scarlet.  Use as a specimen or in 
the shrub border or for massing in full sun.  Drought tolerant and adaptable to 
most soil types.
